Highlights

The WHO World Health Assembly has ended with a global commitment to the COVID-19 response.
Delegatesadopteda landmark resolution to bring the world together to fight the COVID-19 pandemic.

WHO has been supporting Somalia since the beginning of this outbreak to enhance its infection control
measures, testing capacities, and case management. In particular, training has been provided for the
healthcare workers of the De-Martino hospital and 13 other isolation centres across the country, which
have also received medical supplies and budget support for salaries. However, so far, only 26% of WHQO’s
urgent appeal of USS 21.95 million for emergency response to COVID-19in Somalia has been funded.

The World Dayfor Cultural Diversity for Dialogue and Development, celebrated every year on 21 May, is an
opportunity to celebrate not only the richness of the world’s cultures, but also the importance of cultural
competency and intercultural dialogue within healthcare systems. It also reminds us that public health
efforts against the COVID-19 pandemic require a whole-of-society approach and must include vulnerable
populations such as refugees and migrantsin national plans and strategies.

Definitionof COVID-19death

COVID-19deathis defined for surveillance purposesas a death resulting from a clinically compatible
illnessin aprobable or confirmed COVID-19 case, unless thereis a clearalternative cause of deaththat
cannotbe related to COVID-19disease (e.g. trauma). There should be no period of completerecovery
betweentheillnessand death.

Additional table notes

i Transmission classification is based on a process of country/territory/area self-reporting.
Classifications are reviewed on a weekly basis, may be revised as new information becomesavailable,
and are based onthe highest category reported. Differing degrees of transmissionmay be present
within countries/territories/areas. Categories:

e Nocases: with noconfirmed cases

e Sporadiccases: withone ormore cases, imported orlocallydetected.

e Clusters of cases:experiencing cases, clustered in time, geographiclocation and/or by common
exposures.

e Community transmission: experiencinglargeroutbreaks of local transmission defined through an
assessment of factors including, but not limited to: large numbers of cases not linkable to
transmission chains; large numbers of casesfrom sentinel lab surveillance; and/or multiple
unrelatedclustersin several areas of the country/territory/area.

e Pending: transmission classification has not been reportedto WHO.
